The three pictures below were 

taken on Feb 12, 2018 at Carillon 

Park. 

 

The top picture shows the ground 

just outside of the west end of the 

Park.  There is a gate just to the 

right of the square iron beam 

structure where vehicles could 

enter.  The power pole supports 

high voltage wires that proceed 

east through the entire park.   

 

Carillon Park management has 

plans to build a tower and to put 

the big blue clock on its top.  The 

tower would be very close to this 

west end of the track. 
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This middle picture shows the 

west end from inside of the Park 

taken near the point where the 

new track extension will connect 

to the right-most track.   

This bottom picture shows the 

small hill inside the west loop.  

Note the mini Carillon Tower that 

was strung with lights for the 

holiday train rides.  The pole on 

the right edge of the evergreen is 

the same pole as in the first 

picture above.  We believe there 

is an easement below the power 

lines.  
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Expanding the Utility of the Band Saw 
 

I needed to remove just over 1/8έ from rough material for further machine work. 
 

The work holding capacity of my saw is limited.  I expanded this capability by adding loose side 

jaws.  This held the work over the blade clearance gap of the clamping area.  But this made the 
sawing operation a lever where the part can tip as it is sawn.  By drilling and tapping a ¼ - 20 hole 

in the clamp area, I was able to add clamps that held the work and kept it from tipping under the 

sawing pressure. 
 

I placed a similar height and length piece under the other end of the clamps to keep the clamps 

level and the jaws parallel. 
 

By carefully measuring and moving the part under the blade, I was able to complete the rough 

work on these parts.
